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Ample monsoon rains
recharge dams, boost

AMPLE MONSOON RAIN-
FALL has helped replenish
water in Kkey reservoirs,
improving prospects for win-
ter-sown crops such aswheat
and rapeseed that mostly rely
on dams and groundwater
forirrigation.

Winter crop area is likely
to rise this year, secretary,
department of agriculture
and farmers welfare Devesh
Chaturvedi said.

The country could see a
record harvest of food grains,
including rice, grown during
therainyseasonastheweather
has been conducive, he said.

September rainy period has
been good so far thisyear,with
the northwest, a major grain-
producing belt, receiving 15%
more rain than normal as of
August13.

Water levels in the coun-
try’s 161 main reservoirs are
now 14.5% abovelastyearand
33% overthe 10-yearaverage,
according to central water
commission.

“Good weather is certainly
benefiting agriculture, but we

arealso supporting farmers by
ensuring the supply of high-
quality seeds to boost yields,’
Chaturvedi said in an inter-
view on Wednesday.

“Higher rainfall not only
lifts productivity but also helps
farmers spend less on irriga-
tion.” The country’s food grain
output is estimated to have
reached an all-time high of
354 million tonnes in 2024-
25,includingarecord rice crop
of 149 million tonnes and
wheat output of more than
117 million tons,according to
the farm ministry.

Rice exports
to Bangladesh
commence

INAMAJORboost toIndia’srice
exports prospects,the shipment
of grain to Bangladesh has com-
menced with the country
approving imports of 0.5 mil-
lion tonne (MT) of rice and
removal of import duty on
grain.

Trades sources told FE that
rice shipments through Petra-
pole border, West Bengal has
commenced and India
exporters are likely to bag a
major share of the export order
due to price and freight advan-
tages, benefiting exporters of
non-basmati rice varieties such
as Swarna, Miniket, and Sona
Masoori. Bangladesh has
approved import of 0.46 MT
parboiled riceand 39,000 tonne
raw rice under private allot-
ment. Trade sources said that
importers are now free to pur-
chase from any exporter in
India. “This not only benefits
our exporters but also boosts
farmer incomes as the world
increasingly relies on India for
staple food security. However,
this may also lead to increased
domestic prices in India due to
higher demand from
Bangladesh,” Suraj Agarwal,
CEO,Rice Villa,a majorexporter
of rice to Bangladesh told FE.

Govt notifies norms
for bio-stimulants

New Delhi, August 14

TO REGULATE USAGE of
bio-stimulants used for
enhancement of plant
growth and productivity, the
agriculture ministry has
notified specific composition
with clear testing protocols
for several crops including
paddy, soybean, cotton,
tomato, chilli and cucumber.

This pave ways for ‘per-
manent’ registration of
these products.
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The notification would stop
the practice of ‘provisional reg-
istration’ of the products
which donot fallunder the fer-
tilisers and insecticides cate-
gories. Official sources told FE
critical issues were associated
with the ‘provisional registra-
tion’ as there were no testing
protocols specified ,on which
the product can be tested, if a
state agency picks samples for
testing. In February 2025, the
ministry allowed bio-stimu-
lants’ sale for three months
until June 16.
