New Delhi, May 30

THE CENTRE HAS withdrawn
the draft sugarcane (control)
order, 2026, issued last month
for public consultations follow-
ing concerns raised by farmers’
organisation and industry bod-
ies on the certain provisions.
Concerns were raised
regarding various provisions of
the draft order and especially
theirpotentialimpact on sugar-
cane farmers as well as the jag-
geryand khandsari industries.
Jai Kisan Andolan, a farm-
ers’ group, in a statement on
Saturday stated that the draft
order would have adversely
impacted farmers income,
rural employment generation,
interest of khandsari unitsand
rights of the states.
“Especially provisions of
inclusion of ethanolas core out-
put of sugar mills and increas-

ing setting up of new sugarfac-
tories within the 25-km radius
of an existing unit from the cur-
rentnormof 15 kmwould have
resulted in additional costs for
farmers and limits state gov-
ernment's right to fix state
advised price (SAP),” the farm-
ers’group said.

The department of food and
publicdistribution inan official
order stated that based on the
responses received from state

governments and other stake-
holders, it was considered nec-
essary to revisit the draft provi-
sions. “Accordingly, the draft
sugarcane (control) order, 2026
is hereby withdrawn,” the order
released late on Friday stated.

On April 20, the Centre
released the draft order to
replace the 1966 regulations,
aiming to reset the regulatory
mechanism with a recognition
of ethanol as a core output of
sugar mills. The draft also
includes khandsari sugar, ora
healthier variant of the sweet-
ener, under the fair and remu-
nerative price regime.

Out of the total estimated

sugarcane production of 43.5 |

million tonne (MT) in 2024-25
crop year (July-June), around
13.5 MT of sugarcane was used
for manufacturing jaggery,
juices and khandsari.
Khandsarisugaris physically
extracted from theliquidjaggery
and does not undergo chemical
treatment like refined white
sugar. This variant of sugar is
mostlymanufactured byaround
370 units in Uttar Pradesh,
Bihar,and Maharashtra.
